o0 Each atom takes up space, has mass and is in constant motion. Mass is the
amount of matter in an object. Elements are a class of substances composed of a
single kind of atom. Molecules are the combination of two or more atoms that
are joined together chemically. Compounds are composed of two or more
different elements. Each element and compound has properties, which are
independent of the amount of the sample.
